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Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.
And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it will not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come.  [St. Matthew 12:31-32]

Hollyweird has done it again!  The movie moguls blend a very very slight dash of fact with an overwhelming splash of pure fiction, label it as near the truth and peddle it to us, the idiots, who then go to see it in heavy numbers.  Their wish has come true.  These people have an anti-Christian agenda, which they attempt to justify as ‘artistic license’.  Oh, we’re not supposed to take their story literally or in any way as the truth.  But, of course, they are not interested in inserting any disclaimers.  That would be against their freedom of expression.

Brethren, this is simply another classic example of the antichrist drawing nearer and nearer.  We can react in a way that is within rather than not of this world by boycotts, demonstrations, letter writing campaigns, but we play into the devil’s hands.  Our Christian answer lies within our inner hearts.  We are to turn the other cheek.  Let us pray for the film’s producers and actors that they repent.
Furthermore, the more we rail against these anti-Christian souls, the more we fan the flames of human interest in seeing it.  I have personally heard several references such as “I’ve got to see it,” or, “Have you seen it yet?”  Or, “Well, there must be something to it.”  We need to give this blasphemy the ‘benign neglect’ it deserves.  Just ignore it.

This film simply continues the onslaught against Christ that will culminate in His Second Coming.  
Hollyweird revels in playing this anti-Christian game.  Remember Mel Gibson’s Passion.  Although he is a Roman Catholic thus not within the true Church, but perhaps in God’s mercy ‘near,’ he is an admirable man, who did something truly Christian in bringing this film to the public.  For his Christian stance, he is now considered as persona non grata by a significant part of the film community.  An actor with lesser stature and box office drawing power would have been destroyed by these bigots.  Bully to you, Mel!  Oh, if he only were Orthodox.  Oh, well, it’s not too late if he is reading this short homily [which we know he isn’t!  Smile.].
The Gnostic heresy this disgusting film contains is just that.  Remember to protect yourself from this heresy and others as you go about living in this world.  If you go to some of the leading bookstores, pause to look at some of the titles in their ‘New Age’ section(s).  Go to their ‘religious’ area and see the ever-growing rows of books selling Da Vinci Code-like Gnostic myths.  If you try to buy a spiritually truthful book about the wonderful Saint Mary Magdalene, you won’t be able to do it.  There are several of these out now, but they are tainted by Gnosticism and/or other spiritually unhealthy trends.
Remember to stick to the narrow, not the broad, way.  Be resolute in your convictions for Christ.  Keep to that which is not of this world:

If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are not of the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you.
Remember the word that I said unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord.  If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also. [St. John 15:19-21]
As Orthodox Christians, we never conform to the world:

And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.  [Romans 12:2]
Yet, we must treat our persecutors differently from their treatment of us.  Remember to
Bless them which persecute you: bless, and curse not.  [Romans 2: 14]
