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The West is infected with a juridical conception of God.  This is not the Divine Justice of the One Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church..

This conception of justice has nothing to do with the justice God revealed to us.  Divine justice does not seek an equality of rights, a balance between competing views, many times leading to a compromise result.  The compromise results in a modern democratic state are, indeed, crucial to our overall well being in this world.  The scales of justice being blind and thus fair leading to the rewarding and punishing of the good and the bad by society in a fair way is the human justice of the trial courtroom.  But it is not Divine justice.
What then, is God’s justice?  A brilliantly spiritual answer to this question was given by the great lay theologian Dr. Alexandre Kalomiros in his River of Fire.  God’s justice is unjust since we who receive His love are unworthy of receiving it thus God gives us something without any reciprocity!  “God is not just within the human meaning of this word, but we see that His justice means His goodness and love, which are given in an unjust manner, that is, God always gives without taking anything in return, and He gives to persons like us who are not worthy of receiving.”
 
God is not just within the juridical westernised mindset of this world.  God is unjust in the sense that He gives us love even when we are not worthy of His love.  He gives us more than we deserve!  There is no concept of a balance of scales in Divine Justice, as there is in jurisprudence.  God is not vengeful.  When He “punishes,” He does it as a means of correction and healing.  His punishments are therapeutic if the medicine is taken!
Dr. Kalomiros quotes St. Isaac the Syrian
 to illustrate Divine Justice:
… Be a herald of God’s goodness, for God rules over you, unworthy though you are; for although your debt to Him is so great, yet He is not seen exacting payment from you, and from the small works you do, He bestows great rewards upon you.  Do not call God just, for His justice is not manifest in the things concerning you (emphasis supplied).  And if David calls Him just and upright (cf. Ps. 24:8, 144:17), His Son revealed to us that He is good and kind.  ‘He is good,’ He says, ‘to the evil and to the impious’ (cf. Luke 6:35).  How can you call God just when you come across the Scriptural passage on the wage given to the workers?  ‘Friend, I did thee no wrong: I will give unto this last even as unto thee.  Is thine eye evil because I am good?’ (Matt. 20:12-15)  How can a man call God just when he comes across the passage on the prodigal son who wasted his wealth with riotous living, how for the compunction alone which he showed, his father ran and fell upon his neck and gave him authority over all his wealth? (Luke 15:11 ff).  None other but His very Son said these things concerning Him, lest we doubt it; and thus He bare witness concerning Him.  Where, then, is God’s justice, for whilst we are sinners Christ died for us!  (cf. Rom. 5:8).  But if here He is merciful, we may believe that He will not change (emphasis supplied).

When the Holy Scriptures refer to the just men of the Old Testament, they mean they “were kind and God-loving people”:
When we say that God is just, we do not mean that He is a good judge Who knows how to punish men equitably (emphasis supplied) according to the gravity of their crimes, but on the contrary, we mean that He is kind and loving, forgiving all transgressions and disobediences, and that He wants to save us by all means, and never requites evil for evil.

Our God is not vengeful and vindictive.  He is full of mercy and goodness.  He is not the juridical God of the West, which has its origins in “the pagan process of humanizing God and deifying man”.
  God does not have a vendetta against man! If we die a spiritual death, it will be because we have forsaken God and refused His Cup of grace.  Our estrangement from God, our spiritual death, will be by our own hands.  We will have turned away from the Light.  Guard against it, brethren!
